Unique buyer users: Unique buyer users represent the number of individual users placing bookings, typically counted based on unique email logins. The number of buyers,
which counts unique customer businesses, does not reflect the fact that some buyers are large multinational organizations while others are small or midsize businesses.
Therefore, we find it more useful to monitor the number of unique buyer users than the number of buyer businesses.

Carriers: Number of unique air and ocean carriers, mostly airlines, who have been sellers of transactions. For airlines, we count booking carriers, which include separate airlines
within the same carrier group. We do not count dozens of other airlines that operate individual segments of air cargo transactions, as we do not have a direct booking relationship
with them. Carriers include ocean less-than-container load (LCL) consolidators. In addition, we only count carriers when more than five bookings were placed with them over the

course of a quarter.
